Here in Canada, separated as we
are from Europe’s war by many hun-
dreds of miles of ocean, we are indeed
fortunate. Baut our good fortune can
sometimes make us forgetful of what
is_going on around us. Our present
apparent apathy in this struggle
stands condemned from many quar-
ters. Soldiers, upon returning to
Canada from Engiand, have expres-
sed their amazement at our lack of
organized effort. Only recently Hon.
Mitchell Hepburn, Premier of Ontario,
gave utterance to this thought: “We
are satisfied to do too little too late
while Hitler does too much too scon.
We talk big,but we just do not deliver
the goods commensurate with our
organized capabilities. I am frank to
confess that, in my judgment, only
the stark realization of a two-ocean

invasion will awaken us from our}

state of apathy.”

Let us pray that Ontario’s premier
is wrong.
