Householders rescuing foecd and
drug products from flooded base-
mentls or other storage places are
urged to make sure the products
have not been contaminated.

Health authorilies say a good
slogan is, “If in ddubt throw it
eut.’’

These rules are kisted:

1. Destroy  leafy wegelables, all
fresh and+ cured meats, non-liquid
ioods such as dried fruits,d:ereals.
shortenings and seasonings.

2. Rgot vegetables may be used
if they are sound, thoroughly
washed and cooked.

3. Canned and bottled goods in-
cluding home preserves, may be
used if the seal has not been dam-
aged and if the contents show noe
sign of scepage. The containers
should be washed with hot soap
arnd hot waier and sterilized by
immersion for five minutes in a
chiorine solution., Contents may be
boiled as a further precaution.

4. Al conwminated drugs and
medicines should be destroyed. Do
not attempt Lo replace soaked dr
loosaned Jabels because unlabelled
drugs, even if they are not con-
tarinated, should be destroyed. Do
not leave them where they may he
found by children,

5. All utensils and dishes should
be tharoughly washed and steril-
jized hy boiling or by immersion
ir a slerilizing solution.

“Common sense and carefulness
are the watchwords for health to
peaple in flocded areas.” says Dr.
Maxwell Bowman, provincial epi-
demiologist.

Flocd-borsne sicknesses may eh-
ter your bodies on soiled hands,
he warned. People whose hands
and clothing are salled from work-
ing in flood waters should be care-
rul to wash their hands well be-
Tore they handle food and befcre

should be cleaned and protected
from dirly water and mud by a
covering of cloth or tape, N

Instructions and suggested
health precautions are handed
out to people attending many-of
the ¢linics for typhoid vaccination
in Greater Winnipeg. '

The nrinted slip says:

Tvphoid Vaccination A

“Vaccination will protect. you
against typhoid fever. Anyone
working in flood areas or living
in homes with flooded or plugged
basements needs this protection.’

"Unless you have been vaccin-
ated within the past 12 months
vau should atiend a clinic or see
your own doctor. Three injec-
tions—taken s week apart—are
necessary for compleie protection,
Persons unabkle to return to the
clinic where they received their
first injeclion are urged to com-
plete the series of three at the
nearest clinie.

“If you depend on well wafer
for drinking purposes, you arc ad-
vised to boil the well water for 14
minutes before drinking it

Everyone should be particularly
pareful to wash his hands thor-
oughly after working in flood
watar and before handling, serving
or eating food.'” i
