This statement was issued Mon-
day by R. G. B. Dickson, presi-
dent, Red Cross Manitoba division,
following a series of meetings al-
rended by provineial, civic and
municipal olficials, representatives
ol Winnipeg's social agencies, and
the Red Cross.

2-Way Help

It has been decided that Red
Cross will

1, Provide, on an emergency
basis, material aid to needy flood
vietims pending their final return
to their homes.

2 .Fefer those evacuees with
social or other problems to the
agency which would normally
handle their cases,

Hgwever, some residents have
secured pumps and gone ahead. Mr.
F'ennell sajd the municipality's
pumps would be available for those
whn needed them.

Immediate  steps will  be
taken te remove dikes, where
they bar road traffic. Residents
may use the sand and sand-
hags in reavonable amounts,
the provincial government has
announced.
